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Habitat Completes Ninth House !  

Chowan-Perquimans Habitat for Humanity announces the comple-

tion of our 9th house ñthis time with MaLynda Brickhouse and her 

two children, at 202 Tyler Lane in Edenton .   MaLynda is em-

ployed as a home health care worker and had been renting a sub-

standard doublewide in town.  Again we used a pre -manufactured 

house built according to our plan.   This allowed us to save money 

and to complete construction in a nine week timeframe.  Since 

the lot was located only two blocks from Edentonõs College of the 

Albemarle Campus, we were most fortunate to have as partners  

Jon Greeneõs electrical class and Mike Partykaõs heating/

ventilation/air conditioning class, who installed all wiring and fix-

tures, and heat pump and controls...greatly speeding up the time it 

took to build the house.  In exchange, these classes  received   President Dick Vail presents MaLynda and 

òreal worldó hands on experience.      Family  their House Keys

The cost to us (land, materials, professional 

contractors, permits) was just over 

$62,000.  MaLynda will be paying this back 

with a 22 year mortgage, and her payments 

along with those of our other homeowners, 

will be applied to our next house.  Because 

we charge no interest, MaLyndaõs  monthly 

payment (including property taxes and insur-

ance) is lower than her previous rent pay-

ment.   Our Habitat homeowners now make 

mortgage payments to us exceeding $23,000 

per year, which when combined with reve-

nues from our ReStore, and individual dona-

tions allow us to build one house each year.  

100% of each individual donation goes  

directly into our houses .  

             

 

Partner Families .  We are presently processing applications  for a 2011 Partner Family, 

and hope to build in the fall on a lot we acquired from the town of Hertford.    Please 

see the attached flyer and tell anyone you think might  be a prospective partner 

family about our current search.  We need to have all applications in by March 1st.  

 

We do NOT give away houses ; we partner with families who work with us to build no 

interest/no profit affordable housing.  Our partners must save a $950 down payment , 

work (250 - 400 hours)  alongside Habitat volunteers building òsweat equity,ó and have 

sufficient income  and low enough debts  to pay back a mortgage to us.  One perennial 

problem we encounter is finding qualified partner families who are not overburdened 

with debt, generally credit card debt.  The 20 -25 year mortgage is interest free, which 

allows families in the income range of 25% to 50% of the median county income (roughly 

$20,000 to $25,000 per year ) to be able to afford to buy a house.   No other housing 

program targets this demographic group.
